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A steadfast advocate for social justice, empowerment, and accountability,
Congresswoman Barbara Lee served with distinction in Congress for 27 years before
being elected as the first Black woman to serve as Mayor in Oakland, California, in
a historic 2025 Special Election. Her career is marked by her shattering a number
of glass ceilings as the first Black woman in Northern California to serve as State
Assemblymember, Senator, and Congressional representative. Her unwavering
dedication to progressive values, equity, and principled leadership and her
willingness to stand alone on critical issues have solidified her reputation as a
courageous and compassionate public servant.

Now, Congresswoman Lee has entrusted her congressional papers to Northeastern
University Oakland, home to Mills College, the Mills Institute, and the Barbara Lee
Distinguished Professorship, where they will form a permanent archive for research,
education, and public access. We seek philanthropic gifts totaling $1 million to
curate and digitize this inspirational collection so that all may be able to accessiit.

A Champion for Justice

Born in 1946 in El Paso, Texas, Barbara Lee moved to California in 1960. She raised two sons as a single mother
on public assistance while earning a bachelor’s degree from Mills College and a master’s in social welfare from UC
Berkeley. Her early political involvement included working on Congresswoman Shirley Chisholm’s 1972 presidential
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campaign and serving as chief of staff to Congressman Ron Dellums. Later, Lee served in the California State Assembly
and State Senate-the first Black woman from Northern California to do so—where she authored California’s first
Violence Against Women Act and the Schools Hate Crimes Reduction Act. In 1998, she was elected to the U.S. House
of Representatives, representing California’s 12th District until 2025. She held prominent positions including Chair

of the Congressional Progressive Caucus, Chair of the Congressional Black Caucus, and Co-Chair of the House
Democratic Steering Committee, and she co-founded the Congressional Equality Caucus.

Elected Mayor of the city of Oakland in a historic 2025 Special Election, Lee was elected outright with a majority
of votes in a field of 10 candidates, garnering a broad-based coalition of supporters from every neighborhood.
Mayor Lee has vowed to put her state and national experience to work toward tackling issues such as economic
development, public safety, and homelessness.

Mayor Lee strongly believes that “as one climbs, one must also lift.” She founded the Martin Luther King Jr. Freedom
Center with former Oakland Mayor Elihu Harris to engage young people in civic affairs. And in 2024, she championed
the campaign of Mills alumna Lateefah Simon—a student when Lee taught at Mills—who became the second Black
woman to be elected to California’s 12th Congressional District. Mayor Lee continues to mentor and include young
people in all aspects of public policy and community engagement in her efforts to prepare tomorrow’s leaders.
